About Widgets

Widgets are small programs that do animations, contact websites, keep track of computer processes and receive streaming video or newsfeeds.  Once obtained at the Konfabulator website, widgets are now distributed by Yahoo.  They can be obtained either at http://www.widgetgallery.com, the original Konfabulator site, or at http://widgets.yahoo.com, Yahoo’s site for this acquisition.  
Widgets run on or below the Desktop, depending on how you have set up your preferences for a particular widget.  The “behind the Desktop” view is called Konpose.  The Konfabulator/Widget icon that loads onto the taskbar of the Desktop will allow you to open the Konpose window, as will the key F8.  Use the F8 key to toggle back and forth between the two windows. 

The beauty of widgets is that you can enjoy them, then turn them off.  They’ll be there when you want them again.  They are loads of fun.  Everyone is encouraged to write one himself—there is even a Wizard for writing Widgets at the website.
